The Alternative Map of Plovdiv aims to activate a social and cultural curiosity for the city’s past and present on the
basis of tolerance, avoiding ideological or nationalist bias. Simultaneously, it aims to provoke public reflection and
recognition that the city is both a complex living organism and a stimulating place for relaxation.

Plovdiv is one of a handful of Bulgarian cities that should take pride in
their own architectural Bauhaus heritage.

The famous school of design, visual arts and crafts was founded in
Germany in 1919 by architect Walter Gropius, under whose direction
it became an influential center of European Modernism, before being
closed down in 1933.

The Bauhaus influence in Plovdiv manifests most notably in the work of
architect Svetoslav Grozev, who studied architecture in Berlin. During
the interwar period, when most architects in Plovdiv designed their
buildings in the neo-Classicist, neo-Romantic and neo-Baroque idiom,
Svetoslav Grozev dared to turn his back on facade ornamentation,
abandoned bright colors and sloped roofs, and initiated a revolution in
the design of windows, apertures, canopies and overall scale. Unknown
and largely forgotten today, his Bauhaus buildings have a more
contemporary ring than most contemporary construction in Bulgaria
foday and deserve to be listed as architectural heritage. His family
houses, specifically, were built during a period when Le Corbusier,
Mies Van der Rohe, Gropius and Breuer were designing their Modernist
masterpieces.

Two residential buildings by the ltalian-educated adherent of archi-
tectural Rationalism Stefan Todorov and Boyan Chinkov's house are
also included in this route.

The history of the Kapana Quarter dates back to the beginning of the
16th century, when Plovdiv (then Filibe) was part of the Ottoman Empire.
It was populated by craftsmen and merchants of all ethnic groups.
The multi-ethnic market place spread north of the Djumaya mosque,
centering on the famous Kurshum caravanserai (today the Hali), and
eventually reached the southern bank of the Maritsa river. The names
of many of the streets — Zhelezarska St. (Blacksmiths’ St.), Zlatarska St.
(Goldsmiths’ St.), Abadjiyska St. (Frieze Merchants’ St.), Kozhuharska
St. (Fur Dressers’ St.) — are reminiscent of the crafts that were practiced
here for centuries. In the 1920s, Kapana was redeveloped as a
residential area in the European styles of the Secession, neo-Classicism
and Constructivism. Today, the quarter has lost its traditional craft and
commerce character and is a relatively slow-paced area surrounded by a
network of busy streets and thoroughfares. It owes its peculiar timeless
charm to its narrow, oddly-angled streets, a few clubs and restaurants
and a number of small private galleries. Somewhat chaotically, it is now
frying to emancipate itself from the past and find a contemporary image,
while staying true to Plovdiv’s eclectism.

This route includes architecture, sculpture, frescos and mosaics created
in the 1960s, 70s and 80s. It is named after the time period of the
Peaple’s Republic of Bulgaria (1946-89) and is not an architectural or
visual style.

Despite some discernible communist-era features, a number of the
featured buildings have their counterparts in Western Europe (Britain,
ltaly, France), where they are now protected as architectural heritage. A
few of Plovdiv's Brutalist-style buildings, for example, can stand up to
much of what was being designed at the time in the same idiom across the
world. There are also some notable, albeit somewhat belated imitations
of the International Style, Constructivism and even Expressionism.
Borrowing from the world masters of the preceding decades, Bulgarian
architects of the 1960s and 70s succeeded in articulating a local style
with a Bulgarian flavor, achieved at a time when “pro-Western” thinking
and veering from the norm were a risky business.

Yet much construction of the period came at a high price, resulting
from the destructive policies of the communist state. Numerous private
homes were razed to make room for the featured buildings, their
owners relocated in suburban areas, the fate of their families changed
for generations to come. Many of them were forcibly made residents
of panel block residential complexes, which, to this day, remain a
controversial part of communist heritage.

After the political changes of 1989, a large number of these buildings
lost their reason-d'étre and fell into disrepair. Others were redeveloped
for new purposes.

The route has no aim to provoke nostalgia for the communist era, but to
encourage curiosity in the complex social, political and aesthetic fabric
of the city.

Otets Paisiy St. is a landmark Plovdiv street located between the
northern end of the Roman Stadium and the Central Post Office. It is 420
meters long, running between Plovdiv's main pedestrian street and Tsar
Boris Il Blvd., a transitional area between the relaxed atmosphere of the
former and the heavy traffic of the latter.

Otets Paisiy St. began acquiring its current form in the 1920s, when
architects such as Kamen Petkov, Dimitar Popov, Yosef Schnitter and
Alexander Vurbenov designed buildings in the styles of the Secession,
Modernism and Constructivism. It soon grew into a dynamic area that
lived with the pulse and needs of the contemporary urban dweller.
Toaay, it is a shopping street, with a multitude of jewelers’” shops and
studios, as well as some (formerly or not) popular pubs and restaurants.
With its newly opened clubs, cafés, galleries and organic food shops, it
has recently become favored by younger urban crowds.
